Important information for this coming winter season.

Entries

Please find attached the entry form for the H.N.L. Winter League 2010/2011, which commences on the 7th September 2010.
Due to a difference in the venues we will have to limit the number of teams this year to 18 so the first 18 teams that send their completed entries with their entry fee will be entered into the league.
Each team will be expected to pay an entry fee of £50.00 with the entry form.  Cheques to be made payable to H.N.L.  This will be deducted from the League fees but will act as a non-returnable deposit should a team wish to withdraw their entry after the closing date.

The closing date for entries will be 23rd July 2010
No entries will be accepted after this date and any team with outstanding fees from the 2009/2010 season will not be eligible for entry.

Please can you also complete the form indicating who your team officials will be.  This is very important so as to ensure that all literature sent out, reaches the correct person.
Venues

The league does not have the opportunity to use Kingstone School this coming winter season, so the league will run with two venues, these being Whitecross High School, Hereford and Bridge Street Leisure Centre, Leominster.  Both divisions will play on a Tuesday night.

Fees

League Fees

Despite all the ongoing negotiations with price, there has been a significant increase in venue costs for this year with the venues increasing their costs by nearly £1000.00 in total for the season.  As a result to cover the winter season the cost would be £315.00 per team.
The committee realise this is a huge increase, so we propose to increase the fees for each team from £260.00 to £275.00 and to encourage each team to make up the additional £40 per team through fundraising with the league.  If the league can not raise the difference then we will ask for the teams to pay the additional £40.00 towards the end of the season.  
Please can all teams pay their deposit of £50 with their league forms, then the remaining £225.00 at the August meeting, either in one lump sum or in two cheques of £112.50 – one at the start of the season and the other post-dated for January 2011.  All cheques to be made out the H N L.

Each team will be expected to pay these fees before fixtures are handed out.  Each team member’s details will need to be submitted.  Details required will be name, address, postcode, date of birth (if applicable) and any umpire coaching qualification.  Please remember – all teams must have at least one qualified umpire or one umpire that is working towards their test.
